Information about the status
· The first English language lesson for team members was held on January 11th. 26 participants (22 of them are students).
· A new project team member of the Cyprus team: associate professor Irina Ciornei, Research Associate. A new list of the contact persons is available: https://eduphys.bsu.by/mod/folder/view.php?id=2248. 
· Process of accreditation in Belarusian Government. From D.Marmysh by e-mail: In early December 2020, an amended application was submitted to the Government of the Republic of Belarus, taking into account all the comments made on the project. The application is currently being re-examined. The projected accreditation period is forecasted on February 2021.
· Monitoring meeting of Belarusian NEO on December 10th. Still no feedback.
· RTU – KhNAHU: discussions about Double Diploma master program are on the way. A delay is occurred due an education program of RTU, initially planned for the DD agreement, will be cancelled in 2021.
· Reminder: At the meeting in December was a decision to arrange a meeting of the WG4 on SMSE platform remotely in January.

Development and modernizing of curricula (WP2). Elaboration of e-books
Participants of the meeting presented progress about both topics simultaneously.

Information about WP2 progress provided by GSU, CPTU, KhNAHU, KNU, MSPU, KU Leuven, UCY, RTU representatives. Partners presentations have been published at CybPhys home page and at e-library.

Discussion issues and decision: 

1. The significant progress was achieved during last two months.

2.  All e-books (excepted e-book 4) have co-authors from different universities and show results of collaboration between EU, Belarusian and Ukrainian universities.

3. Partners presentations showed that elaboration of e-books has been delayed in comparison with initial plan.
4. In order to fasten preparation of e-books it was decided to discuss progress at the meeting in February. Irina C. (UCY) offered to set a dead line after one the leaders of e-book may not wait for materials from co-authors, but they have to finalise existing content of e-books.

6. Anatolijs Z. (RTU) offered that Belarusian and Ukrainian teem leaders (D.Marmysh and V.Kazymyr) will update the tables of new/ modernized courses at e-library.
